THE NATURE OF THE FLESH

This is an explanation of the difference between covert (subtle) and overt (obvious)
rejection, and what it does to a persons’ emotions and their relationship with God, their
mate, themselves, their family and others. We examine how the Flesh develops various
defense mechanisms to cope with deep-seated and often hidden feelings of inferiority,
insecurity, inadequacy, guilt, worry, doubts and fears.

THE GRACE LIFE (LIFE AND CROSS)

The presentation, based on Romans 6, Colossians 3:3-4 and Galatians 2:20 shows the
difference between trying to live the Christian life “for” God by “doing the best | can, with
God’s help,” versus letting Christ live His life “through” me. Understanding and
appropriating our death, burial and resurrection in Him do this.

JOURNEY TO THE CROSS

This is an analysis of the different experiences one may encounter as God brings him to
the end of his own resources, and the various paths to spiritual maturity as one learns to
walk in the Spirit, rather than after the flesh. It is an excellent presentation on
brokenness in the Christian life.

THE BELIEVER?S IDENTITY

The explanation of a believer's righteousness in Christ is based on Romans 5:17,
Romans 10:1-4, Philippians 3:4-9, Il Corinthians 5:21, and | Corinthians 1:30-31. The
lecture shows that our righteousness is a gift from God received by faith as a result of
our new birth in Christ, not by our performance, or by adhering to various standards of
“being good.” It also relates our righteousness to building our true self-esteem (self-
image) from God’s perspective.

THE BELIEVER”S VICTORY

This is a presentation on how to appropriate our victory in Christ. Based on Romans 6
and 7, Ephesians 1,2 and 6, this lecture deals with the concept of indwelling sin (power
of sin), the old man (old self) and what victory means in Scriptures. The lecture shows
the difference between struggling for victory over enslaving habits, versus walking in
victory in Christ.
